

	Typical

	You use typical to describe someone or something that shows the most usual characteristics of a particular type of person or thing, and is therefore a good example of that type.
If a particular action or feature is typical of someone or something, it shows their usual qualities or characteristics.
If you say that something is typical of a person, situation, or thing, you are criticizing them or complaining about them and saying that they are just as bad or disappointing as you expected them to be.

	He was a typical surfer: blond hair, blue eyes and washboard abs.
She threw her hands into the air. `That is just typical of you, isn't it?'
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	Hostility

	Hostility is unfriendly or aggressive behaviour towards people or  ideas.

	After the bombing of Pearl Harbor, there was a lot of hostility towards Japanese-Americans.
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	Nuisance

	If you say that someone or something is a nuisance, you mean that they annoy you or cause you a lot of problems.

	Sorry to be a nuisance.
He spent three days making an absolute nuisance of himself.
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	Apparent

	If something is apparent to you, it is clear and obvious to you.
If you say that something happens for no apparent reason, you cannot understand why it happens.

	It is apparent that you hate my cat.
You hate my cat for no apparent reason.
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	Occasional

	Occasional means happening sometimes, but not regularly or often

	I've had occasional mild headaches all my life
Esther used to visit him for the occasional days and weekends.
He still misbehaves occasionally.
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	Ferocious

	A ferocious animal, person, or action is very fierce and violent.
A ferocious war, argument, or other form of conflict involves a great deal of anger, bitterness, and determination.

	The police had had to deal with some of the most ferocious violence ever seen on the streets of London.
A ferocious battle took place when MPs discussed welfare reform.
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	Compassion

	Compassion is a feeling of pity, sympathy, and understanding for someone who is suffering.

	Elderly people need time and compassion from their doctors.
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	Indiscriminate

	If you describe an action as indiscriminate, you are critical of it because it does not involve any careful thought or choice.

	The indiscriminate use of coal  is damaging to the environment.
The men opened fire indiscriminately.
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	Demonstrated

	To demonstrate a fact means to make it clear to people.
If you demonstrate a particular skill, quality, or feeling, you show by your actions that you have it.

	You have to demonstrate that you are reliable.
The BBC has just successfully demonstrated a new digital radio transmission system.
Mrs Jones demonstrated how to bake a Victoria Sponge.
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	Immediate

	An immediate result, action, or reaction happens or is done without any delay.
Immediate needs and concerns exist at the present time and must be dealt with quickly.

	My immediate reaction was just disgust.
Relief agencies say the immediate problem is not a lack of food, but transportation.
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
